Equipment provided with factory wired controls shall be coordinated with UNL BSM Controls group to interconnect compatibility for remote monitoring and/or operation.  Systems interconnect shall be by way of BACnet/IP only with the review and approval of UNL controls engineering staff.
Any mechanical and electrical equipment that has communication protocol shall be BTL Certified.
Control systems components, such as economizer dampers, automatic control valves, and variable frequency drives, shall be furnished to the project by UNL BSM.  The respective contractor shall be responsible for installation of these devices.
